Place the sticker on the spot you ironed.

4. Simply put the iron on the sticker for 20 seconds without
moving.

5. Take the iron off and its done.
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Tips and tricks:
e To protect your clothes from burning, use a parchment paper
between the sticker and the iron when pressing for 20sec.
e For synthetic material such as a sports bag or school bag, you
must use a parchment paper in order to avoid the material from

melting.
Notes:
e Ifthe sticker does not stick properly to the cloth it can be
because:

o theironisnotat 160°C
o theiron has not been applied for 20sec.
e Ifapplying the iron longer than 20sec sticker can melt and burn
the clothes.
