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At our school we continuously scan all our accounts for ‘signatures’ that they have been compromised. Typical ‘signatures’ include malware linked IP addresses, unfamiliar sign-in properties and atypical travel. We classify the account into low, medium and high risk. For risky accounts we contact the individual and assist them in changing their password and signing out of all devices.
