• Small snack (eg. small pack of crisps or similar – no chocolate and no nuts) 
• Small packet of biscuits 
• Small toy suitable for either a boy or girl.

Please wrap the box but do not seal it – the children will make a card to go inside.  
 
Please involve your child and ask them to help you select the gifts. 
 
Please send the shoebox into school anytime between Monday 1st December and Thursday
